1.1 Operation of lifting platforms  

This lift is specially designed for lifting motor vehicles. Users are not allowed to use it for any other purposes. The applicable national 

regulations, laws and directives must be observed.  

Only users aged 18 or above who have been instructed on how to operate the lifting platform and have proven their ability to do so to the 

owner are to be entrusted with unsupervised operation of lifting platforms. The task of operating the lifting platforms must be granted in 

writing.  

Before loading a vehicle onto the lifting platform, users should study the original operation instructions and familiarize themselves with 

the operating procedures in several trial runs.  

Lift vehicle within the rated load. Don’t attempt to raise vehicles with excessive weight.  

1.2 Checking of the lifting platforms  

Checks are to be based on the following directives and regulations: 

 Basic principles for testing lifting platforms 

 The basic health and safety requirements 

 Harmonized European standards 

 The applicable accident prevention regulations  

The checks are to be organized by the user of the lifting platform. The user is responsible for appointing an expert or qualified person to 

perform checking. It must be ensure that the person chosen satisfies the requirements. 

The user bears special responsibility if employees of the company are appointed as experts or qualified persons.  

1.2.1 Scope of checking  

Regular checking essentially involves performing a visual inspection and a functional test. This includes checking the condition of the 

components and equipment, checking that the safety systems are complete and functioning properly and that the inspection log book is 

completely filled in. The scope of exceptional checking depends on the nature and extent of any structural modification or repair work.  

1.2.2 Regular checking  

After initial commissioning, lifting platforms are to be checked by a qualified person at intervals of not longer than one year.  

A qualified person is somebody with the training and experience required to possess sufficient knowledge of lifting platforms and who is 

sufficiently familiar with the pertinent national regulations, accident prevention regulations and generally acknowledged rules of 

engineering to be able to assess the safe operating condition of lifting platforms.  

1.2.3 Exceptional checking  

Lifting platforms with a lift height of more than 2 meters and lifting platforms intended for use with people standing under the load 

bearing elements of the load are to be checked by an expert prior or reuse following structural modifications and major repairs to load 

bearing components.  
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An expert is somebody with the training and experience required to possess specialist knowledge of lifting platforms and who is 

sufficiently familiar with the pertinent national work safety regulations, accident prevention regulations and generally acknowledged 

rules of engineering to be able to check and give an expert option on lifting platforms.  

1.3 Important safety notices  

1.3.1 Recommend for indoor use only. DO not expose the lift to rain, snow or excessive moisture.  

1.3.2 Only use this lift on a surface that is stable and capable of sustaining the load. Do not install the lift on any asphalt surface.  

1.3.3 Read and understand all safety warnings before operating the lift. 

1.3.4 Do not leave the controls while the lift is still in motion. 

1.3.5 Keep hands and feet away from any moving parts. Keep feet clear of the lift when lowering.  

1.3.6 Only these properly trained personnel can operate the lift.  

1.3.7 Do not wear unfit clothes such as large clothes with flounces, tires, etc., which could be caught by moving parts of the lift. 

1.3.8 To prevent evitable incidents, surrounding areas of the lift must be tidy and with nothing unconcerned.  

1.3.9 The lift is simply designed to lift the entire body of vehicles, with its maximum weight within the lifting capacity. 

1.3.10 Never remove safety related components from the lift. Do not use if safety related components are damaged or missing. 

1.3.11 Do not rock the vehicle while on the lift or remove any heavy component from vehicle that may cause excessive weight shift.

1.5 Potential safety risks 

1.5.1 Mains voltage  

Insulation damage and other faults may result in accessible components being live  

Safety measures:  

 Only ever use the power cord provided or a tested power cord.  

 Replace wires with damaged insulation.  

 Do not open the operating unit.  

1.5.2 Risk of injury, danger of crushing 

In the event of excessive vehicle weight, incorrect mounting of the vehicle or on removing heavy object, there is a risk 

of the vehicle falling off the lifting platform or tipping up.  

Safety measures:  

 The lifting platform is only ever to be employed for the intended purpose.

1.5.3 Risk of loose wheel clamp  

The wheel clamping device may become loose and cause the motorcycle to fall down due to insufficient air pressure, 

tire leakage or wear of air pipe joint.

 It is forbidden to leave the motorcycle on the lifting platform when it is held only by the wheel clamp.  

 Always use proper straps to tie up the motorcycle to the lifting platform while operating.  

1.6 Noise level  

Noise emitted during operating the lift should be less than 70dB (A). For health consideration, it is suggested to place a noise detector in 

your working area.  
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PACKING, STORAGE AND TRANSPORTATION

appropriate knowledge of the lift and after reading this manual.

2.2 Storage  

The packs must be kept in a covered and protected area in a temperature range 0f -10℃to +40℃. They must not be exposed to direct 

sunlight, rain or water. 

Stacking the packs  

We advise against stacking because the packs are not designed for this type of storage. The narrow base, heavy weight and large size of 

the packs make stacking difficult and potentially dangerous.  

If stacking is unavoidable, use all appropriate precautions:  

-never stack to more than 2 meters in height.  

-never make stacks of single packs. Always stack pairs of packs in a cross pattern so that the base is bigger and the resulting stack is more 

stable. Once the stack is complete, restrain it using straps, ropes or other suitable methods. 

A maximum of two packs can be stacked on lorries, in containers, and in railway wagons, on condition that the packs are strapped 

together and restrained to stop them falling.  

2.3 Lifting and handling  

The packs can be lifted and transported only by using lift trucks.   

Opening the packs 

When the lift is delivered, make sure that it has not been damaged during transportation and that all the parts are present.  

Packs must be opened adopting all the precautions required to avoid injury to persons (keep at a safe distance when cutting the straps) 

or damage to parts of the machine (be careful that no parts are dropped while you are opening the packing) 

Take special care with the hydraulic power unit, the control panel and the platform cylinder.  
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PRODUCT DESCRIPTIONS  

3.1 General descriptions  

This lift is designed for lifting motorcycles. It is driven by an electro-hydraulic system.  

The gear pump delivers hydraulic oil to oil cylinders and pushes upwards their pistons to raise the platforms. The mechanical safety 

locking system ensures no collapse in case of hydraulic failure.

3.4 Safety devices descriptions  

There are two locking claws rigidly connected by a steel plate and controlled by an electromagnet.  

When the button for raising or lowering movement is pushed, the locking system of the lift releases by making the locking claws go off 

from the locking blocks welded on the base frame.  

Once you stop pushing the button, the locking claws automatically return back to the area between welded locking blocks.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS 

4.1 Preparations before installation 

4.1.1 Space requirements.  

Indoor installation only. Refer to 3.3 for the dimensions of the lift. There must also be a clearance of at least 1 meter between the lifting 

platform and fixed elements (e.g. wall) in all lifting positions. There must be sufficient space at the ends of the lifting platform for driving 

vehicles on and off.  

4.1.2 Foundations and connections  

The user must have the following work performed before erecting the lift.  

 Construction of the foundation following consultation with the manufacturer’s customer service or an authorized service agent.  

 Routing of the wiring to the installation location. The user must provide fuse protection for the connection. Electrical system 

connection must be done by qualified electricians. Requirements for power supply cable of the installation site: at least 1.5mm2 

wire core for 1Ph power. Refer also to the corresponding information on the name plate and in the operation instructions. Before 

doing electrical connection, make sure the lift is electrically adapt to the local power supply.  

 Refer also to the corresponding information in the operation instructions.  

4.1.3 Foundations preparations  

Only use on C15/C20 concrete surface with thickness no less than 150mm.  

Surface: Horizontal and even (Gradients max. 0.5 %) 

Newly built concrete ground must be older than 20days. 

There must be a clearance of at least 1 meter between the lifting platform and fixed elements (e.g. wall) in all lifting positions.  

There must also be sufficient space for driving vehicles on and off.

4.2 Installation attentions  

4.2.1 Joints of oil hoses and wires must be well connected to avoid leakage or looseness. 

4.2.2 All bolts shall be tightly screwed up.  

4.2.3 Do not place any vehicle on the lift in trial running. 

4.3 General Installation Steps  

Step 1: Remove the packaging materials; 

Attention: Avoid scratching the painting surface and hoses.  

Step 2: Raise and lock the lifting platform; 

Use proper methods to hoist the lifting platform to a proper height and make the raised platform be locked by the locking device of the lift 

itself.  

Step 3: Fill with hydraulic oil; 

CLEAN AND FRESH OIL ONLY. DON’T FILL THE TANK COMPLETELY FULL.  

The volumn of the tank is 2.5L. Fill about 2 liters hydraulic oil into the oil tank to run the lift up and down for 2 or 3 times. 

After running the lift for several cycles, add more oil if necessary to raise lift to full height. 

It is recommended to use HM No.46 hydraulic oil. Use HM No.32 hydraulic oil when average temperature of the location is below 10 

degree Celsius. 

NOTE: Change the oil 6 months after initial use and change once per year thereafter.  

Step 4: Connect the power supply; 

Refer to electrical connection diagram before making the connection.  

Attention: electrical system connection must be done by qualified electricians.  

Refer to the corresponding information on the name plate. Before doing electrical connection, make sure the lift is electrically adapt to 

the power supply. 
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Step 5: Install the wheel-clamping device;  

Width adjustbale wheel-clamp (It is fit for wheels with width from 50 to 190 milimeters). 

 

Fixed width wheel-clamp (It is fit for wheels with width from 90 to 150 milimeters). 

 

Step 6: Fix lengthwise platform extension (optional); 

Attention: The screw (NO.1 in the following scheme) must be tightened before use.

4.4 Trial running. 

Get familiar with lift controls by running the lift through a few cycles before loading vehicle on lift.  This step is of particular 

importance for it can check if the oil hoses are properly and tightly connected. The connection is qualified when there is no abnormal 

sound or leakage after having been tested for 5-6 cycles. 

Raise and lower the lift several cycles. The cylinder is self-bleeding. After bleeding system, fluid level in power unit reservoir may be down. 

Add more oil if necessary to raise lift to full height. It is only necessary to add oil to raise lift to full height. 

(For three phase power supply, if the lift doesn't raise and the motor may turn in the wrong direction, in such event, interchange wires U, V 

in the control cabinet). 

4.5 Items to be checked after installation.

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OPERATION INSTRUCTIONS 

5.1 Cautions, warnings and prohibitions for safe use  

Before commissioning the lift, users have to get very familiar with all instructions, cautions and warnings that is necessary for safe and 

proper use. Improper use can bring severe hazards or loss to the users as well as to the lift and lifted vehicles. 

5.1.1 Before commissioning 

-  This lift is to be operated only by personnel who was trained to be qualified. Get very familiar with and understand all instructions, 

cautions and warnings before commissioning. 

-  Prohibit unauthorized persons from accessing the lifting table. 

-  Only use this lift on a surface that is stable, level and dry and not slippery, and capable of sustaining the load. 

-  Don’t use outdoor in strong breeze which may cause overturning.  

-  Do not try to raise vehicle with excessive length or width. Otherwise there is risk of vehicle falling from lift. 

-  Never raise just one end, one corner or one side of vehicle. Don’t use for purposes other than lifting motorcycles.  

-  Before loading operation, run the lift without load for several complete cycles to ensure it is in good condition. 

-  Center of gravity of the vehicle should be centered over the load platform. Otherwise, could be risk of vehicle falling from lift. 

-  Inspect the space above and below the load and the loading carrying devices. It shall be free of obstructions before operating.  

-  Only start lifting when you are confirmed that the vehicle is stably parked and there is no risk of vehicle falling from lift. 

-  It is forbidden to leave the motorcycle on the lifting platform when it is held only by the wheel clamp. The clamp is not designed for 

holding the entire body of vehicle and it is possible become untightened in the event of insufficient air pressure, tire leakage or wear of 

air pipe joint. 

5.1.2 During commissioning 

-  No lifting or lowering without using proper straps to tie up the motorcycle stably on the lifting platform.  

-  The load carrying table shall be observed by the operator throughout the motion of the lift. 

-  Engage the mechanical locking device before any attempt to work under the lifting platform.  

-  Always use safety stands to keep the lifted vehicle being balanced when moving or installing heavy components. 

-  Avoid excessive rocking of vehicle while on the lift 

-  Do not climb onto the load or load carrying device when they are raised. 

-  It is forbidden for people to stand in the field of motion during raising or lowering movement.  

-  After taking the lift out of operation, turn off and lock the main switch to prevent unauthorized use.  

5.1.3 After commissioning 

-  Lower the lifting platform to the lowest position, turn off and lock the main switch to prevent unauthorized use. 

-  Before disengaging the wheel clamping device or removing the strap, it must be sure that the motorcycle itself can stay alone stably, if 

not, you need to ask someone else to hold the vehicle from falling down. 

-  If you find a problem with the lift during use or inspection, mark and lock it. Do not use until it is repaired. 

-  The instructions, cautions and warnings written above as well as in the Manual cannot cover all possible conditions and situations that 

may occur. The common sense for safety must be always in the mind of the operator. For damages caused through willful misconduct or 

gross negligence, the manufacturer or its distributors are exclude of liability.

5.3 Operation instructions  

The lift must be only used in a static position for lifting and lowering vehicles. 

Only use this lift on a surface that is stable and capable of sustaining the load. Do not use the lift on any asphalt 

surface. 

Never leave the motorcycle on the platform when it is held only by the front wheel clamping device. The motorcycle 

may fall.  

To avoid personal injury and/or property damage, permit only trained personnel to operate the lift. After reviewing these 

instructions, get familiar with lift controls by running the lift through a few cycles before loading vehicle on lift ing platform.

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Raise the lift

1. Make sure that you have read and understood the operation manual before operation. 

2. Push and park the motorcycle onto the lifting platform and fix its front wheel with the fixture reserved in the front side of the lifting 

platform. 

3. Use straps to fix the body of the motorcycle so as to ensure the stability during service process.  

4. Push the UP button to raise the lifting platform until expected height.  

5. Check the stability before service work.  

Lower the lift 
When lowering the lift, pay careful attention that all personnel and objects are kept clear.  

1. Push the DOWN button to lower the lifting platform.   

Attention: Raise the lift a little bit to disengage the mechanical locking device, in case the lift can lower by pushing the DOWN button.  

Release the drop-plate by pushing the two clips to opposite sides.  
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5.4 Move the unloaded lift 

Always take away all accessories of the optional kit for movable use before loading. 

Never attempt to transport the lift when it is loaded.

6.1. Daily checking items before operation  

The user must perform daily check. Daily check of safety lock system is very important – the discovery of device failure before action could 

save your time and prevent you from great loss, injury or casualty. 

·Check cylinders and oil hose connectors ensure no leakage before using the lift. 

·Check if the locking device can engage and disengage effectively by pushing control buttons.  

6.2. Weekly checking items  

·Check the flexibility of moving parts. Add grease into the oil cups. 

·Check cylinders and oil hose connectors. Tighten the hydraulic connectors in case of any leakage. 

6.3. Monthly checking items  

·Check the amount of oil left in the oil tank. Oil is enough if the platforms can be raised to highest position. Otherwise, oil is insufficient. 

·Check the wear and tear of moving parts such as pin shafts, sliders. Replace over-worn parts.  

6.4. Yearly checking items 

·Change the oil 6 months after initial use and once per year thereafter. Inspect and change the oil if it becomes black or there is dirt 

in the oil tank. 

·Wash and clean the oil filter. 

If users stick to the above maintenance requirements, the lift will always keep a good working condition
